Export with attachments option now available

Bitwarden premium users can now export vault data along with file attachments using a new ‘.zip (With Attachments)’ option. This 

update makes it easier to organize and move your data when needed. Not sure what to include as an attachment? Try adding a 

scanned passport to your Identity item for travel, saving health insurance cards with medical logins, or uploading insurance documents 

and emergency instructions to a Secure Note for your Emergency Contact to access, if they need them.

Security readiness kit

Speaking of being ready for emergencies: Don’t let lost login info lock you out. The Bitwarden security readiness kit helps keep your most 

important information safe and accessible. Download the template, fill it out , and store it securely, whether in an encrypted file, a 

thumb drive that lives in a safe, bank deposit box, or at a trusted relative’s house. A simple step today can save you a major headache 

tomorrow.
